To prevent unexpected deployment, perform one
of the steps below and then wait at least ten sec-
onds to discharge electricity before beginning
work.

e Step 1: Turn the ignition switch OFF.

e Step 2: Remove the negative battery terminal.

To prevent bodily injury from unexpected airbag
deployment, do not dispose airbag modules in the
same way as other refuse.
